Well done you have completed your induction period to the Zanshin and if you are 
reading this document then you have decided to carry on you commitment to the 

Dojo and will be staring to work towards your first grading. 

Once you have taken your first grading you can attend most of the training 
sessions at the Zanshin. If you have not obtained a full list of training times please 

do so, from Oliver Sensei or Parkin Sensei. The only classes that are not 

recommended are listed below: 

THURSDAY 8:00pm to 9:00pm & SUNDAY 11:00am to 01:00pm   

These sessions are generally reserved for the Senior Dojo members. 

You are now required to obtain the following: 

• A Full Zanshin Dojo Membership. 
(Application forms are available at the training reception desk.) 

• A Full Japan Karate-do Ryobukai Licence and Grading Book. 
 (Application forms are available at the training reception desk.) 

• A White Dojo Gi (karate suit.) with a white belt and Dojo Mon(Badge). 

These can be ordered at the Dojo considerably cheaper and of a higher quality than those 

purchased in the City sport shops. Please no badges from other Dojo’s or styles are 

permitted after the induction period. Until Items 1 and 2 are obtained you are not insured to 
train and without item 3 you will not be allowed to grade. 

Training Kobujitsu (Traditional Weapons) 

You will not be allowed to study any Kobujitsu until you are 6th  Kyu (Green Belt), you are 

over the age of twelve and then only at the discretion of Oliver Sensei.
